Similarly her interpretations of Falla’s Homage to Debussy as well as Rodrigo’s Fandango gave proofs of her expressive and technical rigor. Her approach to Barrios’ music was memorable. Her rendition of Waltzes nº3 and 4 as well as La Catedral was unique, as nobody else does it, because of her refined expressiveness as well as for the enchantment of her phrasing and her transparent sound. Duhagon is leaving for the USA on a well-deserved scholarship to study at the Peabody Conservatory of the Johns Hopkins University.”
