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URUGUAYAN GUITARIST MAGDALENA DUHAGON HAD A SUCCESSFUL PERFORMANCE IN LEBANON.

Beirut- EFE- “Renowned Uruguayan guitarist Magdalena Duhagon had a successful performance last Tuesday at the American University in the Lebanese capital, at the final stage of her Middle Eastern tour, which also included Egypt and Jordan.

The artist, who arrived in Beirut last Monday coming from Amman, the capital of Jordan, told EFE after de recital that in her concerts in the area she discovered that ‘some of the sounds of my repertoire come from this part of the world, as seen in works of composers from Argentina and Spain.’

The young guitarist said she felt “fascinated” by Middle East, because she had just discovered a world she did not know and of which she had vague references. 

‘I have found here a very rich culture, very warm people who are interesting and eager to be visited and known. Professionally it was also a very enriching experience because people has responded very well’, she added.

Duhagon’s performances in Egypt, Jordan and Lebanon were organized and sponsored by the Cervantes Institute and the Uruguayan Embassy with the goal of getting part of the Uruguayan culture to be known by the people of the region.

The concert at American University of Beyrouth included works by composers Joaquin Rodrigo (Spanish), Agustin Barrios (Paraguayan), Leo Brouwer (Cuban), Heitor Villalobos (Brazilian), Astor Piazzolla and Quique Sinesi (Argentineans).

Duhagon did also perform works by fellow countrymen such as Carlevaro, Savio and Fabini.

As she mentioned, her idea of coming to Middle East was ‘to share the music with people from Middle East, who I felt feel very close to Latin Americans’.

‘People enjoy with the music, they find it very sweet and alive. Thus my message is that the distance that separates us doesn’t matter. By simple sitting to listen to some music we can communicate, with soul and spirit, even with a culture very far away from us geographically and sometimes also historically’ the guitarist remarked.

The artist will conclude her visit to Lebanon with a concert this Thursday at Jounieh, 20 kilometers north of Beyrouth.

In Jordan, Duhagon gave a solo recital at the hotel Le Royal in the capital of Jordan, which was attended by hundreds of people.

Uruguayan diplomats remarked that this was the first occasion in which the Embassy in Amman, which has its head office in Cairo, organized a cultural activity in Jordan.”
