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DUHAGON WITH SUCCESS IN EUROPE AND MIDDLE EAST

BERLIN (AFP)- Outstanding Uruguayan guitarist Magdalena Duhagon did a tour in Europe and Middle East. She was acclaimed in Paris, Cairo, Beyrouth, Prague, Warsaw, along with Berlin, with important works by Latin-American composers.


“In Berlin, the Uruguayan guitarist was acclaimed by the audience at the Ibero-American Institute after having performed works by Agustin Barrios, Leo Brouwer, Heitor Villa-Lobos, Astor Piazzolla and Quique Sinesi, as well as Uruguayans Eduardo Fabini, Isaias Savio and Abel Carlevaro, one of her teachers. Critics have emphasized Duhagon’s “exquisite interpretative sensitivity “ as well as “an enormous talent for creating very suggestive moods of great delicacy” with her instrument. ‘Triste No.1’ by Fabini (1882-1950), a composer almost unknown in Europe, got people’s attention for the beauty of its music, with deep remembrances to the Uruguayan rural landscape.    

‘I think in Middle East guitar concerts are less frequent than they are in Europe, but in both places they are much less frequent than those of other instruments in classical music in general’ stated the Uruguayan performer, educated in Montevideo and the recipient of many international scholarships and distinctions. 

Duhagon is taking graduate courses in Performing at the Peabody Conservatory of the Johns Hopkins University. 

In Prague, the guitarist was soloist with the Czech Philharmonic Chamber Orchestra, an experience she described as ‘very happy end touching. The communication and interaction with the musicians was very deep, and we were able to create a very special atmosphere’ she remembered.”
