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 URUGUAYAN GUITARIST IN MIDDLE EAST

CAIRO (EFE)-“Prestigious Uruguayan guitarist Magdalena Duhagon started in Cairo a tour of Middle East in which she intends ‘to pull out a ray of happiness’ as a parenthesis to the misfortunes and wars that affect the region. This young musician is part of the Cuarteto del Sur with Paraguayan Berta Rojas and Argentineans Nestor Ausqui and Marcelo Cornut.

‘I come to Middle East to express to those countries at war or going through difficult times, that people can listen to music and see the good side of the world, that they should be happy’ mentioned the artist at a short press conference offered at the Cervantes Institute in Cairo. 

Duhagon also confessed that her trip to the area has also a scientific interest, because her intention is to ‘explore eastern music, because, in general, people can understand each other, communicate and give a spiritual message through it’. 

The concert guitarist, who will also travel to Jordan and Lebanon, will start her schedule with a Masterclass at the Music Conservatory of Alexandria, giving a concert the following day at the auditorium of the Library of Alexandria.

Next Monday, the magic of her fingers will flow at the main center of the Cairo Opera House, where she will open with a Spanish piece called ‘En los Trigales’ by Joaquin Rodrigo. Her repertoire will include traditional compositions from several Latin American countries like Brazil, Argentina and Uruguay.
