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DUHAGON FINALLY GETS ON CD

The release of a CD by a Uruguayan artist is always welcomed but even more when that work is confirmed by an ascending career. In this particular case it is the CD released by Uruguayan guitarist Magdalena Duhagon in the United States. Listening to it will be a way of getting to know a little better this young artist who, in spite of her youth, has excelled internationally, even in markets where that is unusual for natives of this southern part of the world.  

PRODUCTION

On the recently released CD, Magdalena Duhagon puts together most of her career as a soloist as well as part of her chamber groups. Also the sources reveal an itinerant vocation (many recordings were done in Maryland, others in Montevideo, Asuncion and Santa Fe)...

...On her version of Fabini’s work her performance is more than satisfactory with a very transparent sound and really convincing phrasing. Her very expressive and delicate style reflects a very careful work and an exquisite taste for details...

The three notable examples of her colaboration with Pablo Somma are Cindy and He's Gone Away by Robert Beaser, based on folk songs from the Appalachia region and Night Club 1960 by Astor Piazzolla.

But the best moments might be the ones with Berta Rojas or the ones with the Del Sur Guitar Quartet, particularly because the performers are so atuned to one another that they seem to perfectly know and bring to life each other's characteristics. Specifically, the Del Sur Guitar Quartet's work is extremely enjoyable because of the communion that exists between the artists

which our audience has been able to appreciate on several occasions. One of the best moments of this CD is the Aria (Cantilena) from Villa-Lobos' Bachianas Brasileiras No. 5 done with the subtlety and fine texture that is characteristic of it , not to mention the gratious Habanera and Aragonesa....by Bizet.
